m OnJuly 26, 1990, President George H.W. Bush signed the
Americans with Disabilities Act into law; this landmark civil rights
law affirmed the inherent dignity of every person, regardless of
disability. This sweeping legislation prohibits discrimination by
local and state governments, provides standards for privately
owned businesses and commercial facilities, against
discrimination in the workplace, and ensures equal access to
healthcare, social services, transportation, and
telecommunications.
